MINUTES

SOCIETY OF NORTH CAROLINA ARCHIVISTS

ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING

March 13, 2009

Duke University, Durham

CALL TO ORDER: President Chris Meekins called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.

MINUTES: The minutes of the March 7, 2008, annual meeting were posted to the website prior to the meeting.  No corrections were put forward either prior to the meeting or during.  The membership approved he minutes as posted to the website. 

TREASURER’S REPORT: Gwen Mays reporting.  The net worth report is on the registration table.  SNCA’s total net worth as of February 23, 2009 is 35,979.91 

PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Chris Meekins reporting.  This has been a turbulent year due to officer turnover and others stepping in.  Karen Paar has stepped in as development chair.  Asked others to get involved either being a committee member, a board member, organizing a panel, or writing an article.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

PROGRAM COMMITTEE: Adina Riggins reporting.  Adina announced the members of the program committee: Adina Riggins, Dawne Lucas, Karen Paar, David Chiswell, and Greta Browning; and local arrangements committees:  Greta Browning, Hal Keiner, Kathy Staley, Pam Mitchem, and Simms Toomey (fall), and Tim Pyatt, Dean Jeffrey, Jodi Berkowitz, and Kim Sims (spring).  The fall meeting in Boone and the spring meeting in Durham hosted SAA workshops.  The committee improved the session proposal procedure.  The Bootcamp was offered in the fall.  SNCA got institutional support from Appalachian State University for the fall meeting and Duke University for the Spring Meeting, and also received door prizes from vendors at both meetings.  The committee expects to have the Spring 2010 meeting in Southern Pines.
EDUCATION COMMITTEE: Blake Tyner absent.  Chris Meekins reporting.  Chris thanked the members of education committee: Joy M. Heitmann, Hal Keiner, Matthew Turi, Janis Holder, and Lisa Carter, and also mentioned that the Bootcamp was held at Appalachian State.  Participation needs to increase for the Gene Williams award.
MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE: Adonna Thompson reporting.  There are 195 SNCA members, including 157 regular members, and 39 new members since last year.  Eight of the new members are student.  Members are encouraged to check the online directory to see if information is correct.  Adonna has a form for new members to fill out.
PUBLICATION COMMITTEE: Cat McDowell absent.  Michelle Belden reporting.  Two issues of JSNCA have been published in the past year, with the themes of Appalachia and archives education and teaching.  Michelle encouraged meeting attendees to pick up journals at the registration table to take back to their institutions.

The Editorial board met three times in the past year.  A major highlight has been promoting subscriptions.  At least eight North Carolina libraries now have full runs and the journal is cataloged in WorldCat and has an ISSN.  Michelle thanked the members of the JSNCA editorial board: Beth Carmichael, Elizabeth Dunn, Zachary Elder, Nancy Kaiser, Paula Jeannet Mangiafico, and Greta Browning; and the North Carolina Archivist newsletter: Adriene Byrd, Arleen Fields, Kathelene Smith, Michele A. Justice, and Ann C. Stringfield.  Michelle is taking over as editor, so let her know of any ideas.

DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE: Karen Paar reporting.  She took over for Keri Petersen in the fall, and secured a North Carolina Humanities Road Scholars grant for the keynote speaker at the fall meeting.  The Mitchell Award was awarded to George Stevenson at the fall meeting.  Karen thanked the vendors at the spring meeting: The History Press and Hollinger Metal Edge.  She would like to rebuild the Development Committee and will be recruiting new members.  She would like to build the Michelle Francis endowment, and will work closely with the Program Committee to help bring in good programs.
ELECTRONIC RESOURCES COMMITTEE: Elizabeth Hull reporting.  Elizabeth thanked Brian Dietz, who is rotating off the committee, for being the SNCA Webmaster.  The SNCA meeting schedule is now in HTML on the website as well as PDF.  She has added a “blogroll” list of North Carolina archives-related blogs, and created the online survey regarding interest in going down to one meeting per year.

ARCHIVES WEEK COMMITTEE: Katie Nash absent.  Dawne Lucas reporting.  Dawne thanked the Archives Week Committee members: Sherrie Bowser, Sarah Rice Scott, Liz Cook, Jean Bischoff, and Ashley Yandle.  Over the past year, the Archives Week committee has engaged in several activities, including updating the Archives Week planning guide, printing posters and postcards for Archives Week, promoting Archives Week, and researching what other states do for Archives Week.  Goals for the future include developing a timeline of when events need to take place.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE: Jan Blodgett reporting.  She thanked her committee members, L. Teresa Church and Ray Christian, as well as SNCA members who volunteered or made suggestions.
