The chair was late organizing the committee.  It is recommended that the new board set deadlines for committee appointments and approval to make sure committees are established in a timely manner.  Due to the delay in establishing the committee their accomplishments are few.  The delay was somewhat attributed to the recent spate of the loss of board members who filled the chair.  But I readily concede that the delay is the current chair’s fault entirely.
The education committee has accomplished four tasks this year.  First was re-establishing the Gene Williams award.  The award had been presented in the fall meeting but the new meeting format (once a year) made it necessary to re-organize the award schedule.  Efforts were made to gather applicants for the award and then to have the results available for inclusion in the J-SNCA.  The committee recommends the 2010-2011 board set some rigid deadlines to sync up the award and call for papers and J-SNCA publication.  The board should consider always extending the call for papers to include the previous three semesters (not including summer semesters - i.e. fall 2008, spring 2009, fall 2009).  This would help capture papers from the previous fall semester that might otherwise not get submitted.  Second the committee recruited the Archives Boot camp workshop for the 2010 meeting.  Future educational chairs may consider setting a goal of having a regional workshop in the fall (but avoiding the same region as the March meeting).  Third the committee has called for submissions for the Jackson award and it is hoped the committee will be presenting someone with the scholarship at the March 2010 conference.  Last but not least, the student association at UNC Chapel Hill has asked for a jobs workshop.  Dawne Howard graciously stepped in and agreed to organize a workshop and co-ordinate with Francesca Perez (Student organization president).  The workshop will be in March 2010 at UNC campus.
The new chair and board should work to redefine the board and sub committee schedules to reflect the new single conference a year.
