SUNDAY HIKE LED BY KEN LUMSDEN

Trail Rating:  Moderate

Ken recommends a section of the Tanawha Trail between Linn Cove Visitor Center (Blue Ridge Parkway Milepost 304.4) and Rough Ridge or Rough Ridge Parking Area (BRP Mile 302.8).  The distance via the Parkway is 304.4-302.9 = 1.5; the actual hike is longer.  Access is via US221/Holloway Mtn Rd. from Blowing Rock and about 10 miles south on the Parkway to the Linn Cove Visitor Center.  Foliage will be beautiful, the Linn Cove Viaduct is interesting where the trail passes underneath the Viaduct, the trail goes by the “postcard” view of the Viaduct and Grandfather Mtn., the boulders are spectacular and there are great views from the rocks and slabs at the top, including a great view of Grandfather Mtn.  Mileages below are approximate (various guides and maps give slightly differing mileages).

Ken recommends Hike A because it takes in all of the sights and the turnaround point is where the views are best.  Hike B(i) takes in all of the sights, too, and might be a good choice for those short of time (Hike B(i) requires an easy shuttle).  Hike B(ii) is similar to Hike A, except completes the last segment between the Boardwalk and Rough Ridge Parking Area.  For those even shorter of time, Hike C is a good choice for views and rocks.

HIKE A
0.1 mi. Linn Cove Visitor Center N. on Tanawha Trail to Linn Cove Viaduct
1.2 mi. Linn Cove Viaduct to Wilson Creek Overlook
1.0 mi. Wilson Creek Overlook and ascend to Rough Ridge
0.2 mi. Descend from Rough Ridge to the Boardwalk
2.5 mi. Return from Boardwalk S. to Linn Cove Visitor Center
5.0 mi. ROUND TRIP

HIKE B(i)
0.1 mi. Linn Cove Visitor Center N. to Linn Cove Viaduct
1.2 mi. Linn Cove Viaduct to Wilson Creek Overlook
1.0 mi. Wilson Creek Overlook and ascend to Rough Ridge
0.2 mi. Descend N. from Rough Ridge to the Boardwalk
0.3 mi. Continue descent N. from Boardwalk to Rough Ridge Parking Area (BRP MP 302.9).
2.8 mi. ONE WAY.  Requires shuttle from Rough Ridge Parking Area back to Linn Cove Visitor Center

HIKE B(ii)
0.1 mi. Linn Cove Visitor Center N. to Linn Cove Viaduct
1.2 mi. Linn Cove Viaduct to Wilson Creek Overlook
1.0 mi. Wilson Creek Overlook to Rough Ridge
0.2 mi. Descend N. from Rough Ridge to the Boardwalk
0.3 mi. Continue descent N. from Boardwalk to Rough Ridge Parking Area (MP 302.9).
2.8 mi. Return S. from Rough Ridge Parking Area back to Linn Cove Visitor Center.
5.6 mi. ROUND TRIP

HIKE C (for those short of time)
0.5 mi. Ascend S. on Tanawha Trail from Rough Ridge Parking Area (MP 302.9) to Rough Ridge.
0.5 mi. Return N. to Rough Ridge Parking Area
1.0 mi. ROUND TRIP.
