SOCIETY OF NORTH CAROLINA ARCHIVISTS

ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING

March 7, 2008

North Carolina State University, Raleigh

CALL TO ORDER: President Blake Tyner called the meeting to order at 1:22 p.m.

Barbara Tysinger won the first door prize, the Encyclopedia of North Carolina.

MINUTES: The minutes of the March 23, 2007, annual meeting were posted to the website prior to the meeting, and attendees were given copies at today’s meeting. No corrections were put forward either prior to the meeting or during.  The membership approved he minutes as posted to the website. 

TREASURER’S REPORT: Chris Meekins reporting.  The treasurer’s report (see attached) was distributed on the conference tables earlier in the day.  Assets: the endowment about contains $12,400.  There are a few outstanding bills for this conference, so the total assets are about $37,037.02.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Blake Tyner reporting.  Blake has been proud to serve as SNCA’s president, through both the ups and the downs:

Highlights: 1) In September, Suellyn Lathrop resigned from her position as President-Elect/Program Chair due to job change.  SNCA was lucky to get Karen Paar to fill in this position for the remainder of the term, and she has done a wonderful job. Blake asked the members of the program committee to stand up in order to thank them. 2) the Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists got an overhaul and looks great, and he is proud of the Publication Committee. 3) SNCA had a successful Archives Week and fall meeting.  The Executive Board started a process to establish a position for an Archives Week Chair, and the amendment has passed. 

Blake thanked everyone who has helped run SNCA, this year and in the past. He also thanked everyone for the opportunity to serve as president, and asked everyone to think about what they could do to help SNCA.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

PROGRAM COMMITTEE: Karen Paar reporting.  There were two program committee chairs this year (first Suellyn Lathrop, and then Karen Paar), and there were great people involved on the committee. Karen named the committee members who helped plan the Fall 2007 meeting and the Spring 2008 meeting.  SNCA held an Archives Boot Camp at the Fall 2007 meeting, and will have another one at the Fall 2008 meeting.  For the Spring 2008 meeting, SNCA held three workshops.  

The committee is already well-organized for the Fall 2008 meeting in Boone, thanks to Greta Browning, Simms Toomey, Pam Mitchem, and Hal Keiner, who are on the local arrangements committee.  Greta announced that information about hotels is on the SNCA website, as well as on the registration table. There are lots of accommodations in Boone, but members will have to book early since the meeting is during leaf season.  Greta asked everyone from Boone to stand up, and said that they can answer questions.

EDUCATION COMMITTEE: Blake Tyner reporting for Monika Rhue, who had previously resigned as Education Chair due to increased work obligations. See attached report.  Blake is the incoming Education Chair this year, and will be active to revamp the Education Committee.   The School of Information and Library Science in Chapel Hill wants to have another job workshop. Blake will work with continuing education as well.
MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE: Adonna Thompson reporting. See attached report. There are 53 new members since last year.  Everyone should check the online directory to make sure their contact information is correct, and contact Adonna if it is not. Members who need to fill out membership forms should see Adonna by the end of the day.
PUBLICATION COMMITTEE: Jan Blodgett reporting.  See attached report.  She thanked all SNCA members who make publications possible.  Some of the mailing labels are wrong, so she echoes Adonna’s request to update directory information.  The latest issue the Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists is available to pick up at the meeting, and Jan asks people to take their colleague’s copies back to their institutions in order to reduce mailing costs.  Cat McDowell will become new Publications Chair as long as the vote passes.  There is a sign up sheet for apprentice editors on the table with the journals. 
DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE: Development chair Keri Petersen absent. We do not have a report for her.

ELECTRONIC RESOURCES COMMITTEE: Elizabeth Hull reporting. There is a new web team for website: Elizabeth and webmaster Brian Dietz. Contact either of them with comments about the website, or email snca@rtpnet.org. There is a featured resource section on the webpage to highlight recent digital projects.  Elizabeth asks everyone to keep this feature in mind so Elizabeth she can highlight new projects on the page.

NOMINATING COMMITTEE: Gwen Erickson reporting.  Everyone should have received the slate of nominees in their registration mailing. Gwen thanked Diana Sanderson and Hilary Perez for their help on the committee.

OLD BUSINESS: No old business.

NEW BUSINESS: As stated above, there was a revision of the By-laws (see attached proposal) to create an Archives Week Chair.  This revision passed.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: Rachel Hoff, of the NC Preservation Consortium, announced that there is a preservation workshop that dovetails with the Archives Boot Camp that has been very popular. There will be one at the Burke County Public Library in April, which has already sold out.  NCPC wants to form teams to teach the workshops, which are aimed at small librarians who don’t know what to do with their collections. She and Jeff Futch are in charge of Western region, and she would like volunteers for other regions. Interested members can also contact Robert James at Duke.

Chris Meekins drew a name for a door prize, and Sherrie Bowser won a Hollinger box and gift certificate. Chris presented Blake with a North Carolina State University hat signed by the members of the Executive Board.  Chris said that Blake has presided over a tumultuous year, but has kept SNCA on course, and thanked him for his work.

Chris Meekins thanked Hollinger and UNC press for the door prizes, and also thanked the vendors.
