SNCA Development Committee Report, Spring 2009

I, Karen Paar, took over the Development Chair position from Keri Petersen in October 2008.  So far I have not convened the Development Committee, but I plan to make an appeal at the Spring meeting for committee members, followed by an e-mail message to the SNCA listserv.

For the fall 2008 meeting, I applied for and received support for the meeting’s keynote speaker, Anne Whisnant, from the North Carolina Humanities Council’s Road Scholars program.  I also asked the UNC Press for a copy of Dr. Whisnant’s book to be used as a door prize at the meeting.

At the fall 2008 meeting, George Stevenson received the Thornton W. Mitchell Service Award.  Mr. Stevenson was not present at the meeting, but Kim Cumber accepted the award on his behalf.

In preparation for the spring 2009 meeting, I sent e-mail messages to a number of archival supplies vendors and a conservation service provider to invite them to attend the meeting as vendors for a fee of $100 that would cover registration for one representative, plus the opportunity to have a display table at the meeting.  The SNCA Board had approved this fee for the spring 2008 meeting.  The History Press contacted SNCA before we had a chance to approach them.  Only the Hollinger Corporation answered my solicitation to the vendors.  The History Press and the Hollinger Corporation agreed to provide door prizes at the meeting, as did the UNC Press.

In the coming year, I plan to rebuild the Development Committee.  I would like to see this committee come up with a strategy to build the Michelle Francis Endowment that is intended to support educational opportunities for members and to promote participation in SNCA by students in archival programs.  I would also like to work closely with the Program Committee to seek funding for special programs for SNCA, through the Francis Endowment or through grant applications.
