Electronic Resources Committee Report 2009

The SNCA Electronic Resources Committee continued to create, post, update, and maintain web pages for the Society of North Carolina Archivists, as well as moderate the three email listservs. In addition to Chair Elizabeth Hull, Brian Dietz continued to serve as Webmaster. Of note this past year: 

1. Meeting materials: SNCA conference programs are now prepared and posted on the website as html pages, in addition to PDFs. This allows viewing of the program and accompanying materials without downloading and opening a document.

2. Blogroll added to website: at the suggestion of a SNCA member, a list of NC archival and archives-related blogs was added to the SNCA website. A link to the list was added to the site’s top-of-page navigation.

3. “Featured Resource”: the featured resource on the SNCA homepage was changed out approximately every 6 weeks, to highlight and publicize newly-available digital collections. In the weeks leading up to meetings, the resource featured materials from the institution hosting the meeting.

4. Online meeting survey: the SNCA Executive Board conducted an online survey in early 2008 (using SurveyMonkey) to gauge the membership’s interest in moving to one meeting per year. The Electronic Resources Committee set up the survey and compiled the results for the Executive Board.

5. PayPal: in early 2009, the SNCA website’s PayPal setup began to malfunction, requiring the temporary suspension of online meeting registration and new memberships/renewals. The President and Treasurer worked with PayPal to resolve the issues, and web forms were updated with new PayPal buttons, thus restoring functionality.
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
