President’s Report for 2009-2010
Spring Meeting, March 5, 2010

In its 26th year, SNCA has been busy and growing organization.  The board has worked hard to advance its mission to promote cooperation in the preservation and use of archival and manuscript resources of North Carolina.

Like last year, we have had some mid-year vacancies to fill in the executive board.  I am most grateful to SNCA members for stepping in to fulfill the responsibilities of various committee chairs.  All of the following people were approved by the Board to fill vacancies that opened during 2009-2010: Biff Hollingsworth (Electronic Resources Chair), Audra Eagle (Member-at-large), Cat McDowell (Vice President/Program Chair), and Dawne Lucas (Nominating Committee chair).  In addition, SNCA members new to the Board this year were Simms Toomey (Secretary), Holly Smith (Member-at-large), and Alston Gentry (Membership chair).
The executive board held its first meeting Monday, April 13 in the Hodges Reading Room, Jackson Library, UNC Greensboro.  The purpose of this meeting was to transfer records to new officers and/or to State Archives and to get to know one another, outline committee goals, and approve committee memberships if available.  Committee memberships not approved at this meeting were approved by email following this meeting.  At this meeting, the new SNCA logo was officially approved. 
The executive board held its second meeting Friday, November 20 at the Olivia Raney Library, Raleigh, NC.  The purpose of the meeting was to catch up on committees’ needs at this time.
