Publications Committee Report, March 2008-March 2009

Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists

In 2008-2009, two issues of J-SNCA were published: Volume 6, Number 1 (Summer 2008), which focused on Appalachia, and Volume 6, Number 2 (Winter 2009), a teaching and archives education themed issue. InstantPublisher continues to provide excellent quality printing services. To offset rising mailing costs, we continue to rely heavily on distribution at SNCA meetings. 

The editorial board met three times, on 7 March, 23 June, and 18 October 2008. In addition to details concerning upcoming J-SNCA editions, the J-SNCA board discussed at length efforts to promote subscriptions. At least 8 North Carolina libraries have full runs of J-SNCA cataloged in WorldCat; many (if not all) of those full runs were donated.  Going forward, we have decided to charge institutions for subscriptions and have formulated a letter and form for this purpose. We will be posting the subscription form and tables of contents for all issues online. In conjunction with this, the board is encouraging SNCA members to help facilitate the cataloging and subscription process, and discouraging them from donating personal copies to their employing institution. Two institutions have initiated the subscription process thus far. Additionally, J-SNCA applied for and was issued an ISSN (1945-8533). 

Other issues addressed by the board include: advertising in J-SNCA, getting in J-SNCA indexed, putting the publication online after an embargo period, and submitting subscription payment via PayPal. All of these issues will continue to be addressed in the next year.
