Publications Committee Report, March 2009-March 2010
Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists
In 2009-2010, the editorial board met twice, on March 13 and June 2, 2009, and two issues of J-SNCA were published. Volume 7, Number 1 (Summer 2009) notably featured retrospectives on SNCA’s 25th anniversary from several past presidents and was published in November ‘09, and Volume 7, Number 2 (Winter 2010) was primarily distributed at our March ’10 conference.  
We continue to try to find creative ways to distribute J-SNCA to cut down on mailing costs, especially since SNCA no longer meets in the fall. Thus Vol. 7 No. 1 was delivered in bulk to willing volunteers at Duke , UNC, and the State Archives for distribution to their colleagues, and sent via the inter-agency truck to the State Library and NC State from the State Archives. Distribution in the western part of the state was facilitated by willing volunteers at the Connecting to Collections meeting in December. Thanks to all who aided in the distribution process!
In July 2009, with J-SNCA Editorial Board and SNCA Executive Board approval, J-SNCA entered into a licensing agreement with EBSCO to index and electronically distribute the  Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists in their databases, namely “Library, Information Science & Technology Abstracts” (LISTA), beginning with Volume 7. We hope this will improve the exposure our authors receive and provide a minimal income for SNCA at some point in the future. It also allows institutions to initiate subscriptions through EBSCO as they would for other journals. In order to be able to contribute back issues to EBSCO, future Publications Committees will need to contact past authors who did not sign a contract granting SNCA electronic distribution rights and get them to do so.
Elon University and the Allen County Public Library of Fort Wayne, Indiana, were added to list of institutions with full runs of J-SNCA in 2009, bringing the total to ten.  Additionally, Elon and UNC became the first two institutional subscribers to the journal, and subscription solicitation letters were sent to every author along with their two complimentary copies of J-SNCA. The editorial board continues to discourage members from donating personal copies of the Journal for the Society of North Carolina Archivists to their employing library, in the hopes that these institutions will be encouraged to pay for subscriptions and bring revenue to SNCA.

This year, we unsuccessfully attempted to secure a corporate account with our printer, InstantPublisher, so as to be able to be billed rather than have the printing costs charged to Publications Chair’s personal credit card. While our lack of commercial trade references preventing this from occurring, use of a credit card attached to SNCA’s bank account will enable future Publications Committee members to charge printing fees directly to our organization and avoid the reimbursement process, which will streamline the ordering process considerably.
Many thanks to the J-SNCA Editorial Board, whose commitment and sacrifice make each issue possible, including out-of-state editors Beth Carmichael and Zachary Elder, new member Audra Eagle, Reviews Editor Elizabeth Dunn, Paula Jeannet Mangiafico, Matt Turi, and Coordinating Editor Nancy Kaiser.
The North Carolina Archivist
Two issues of the SNCA newsletter, The North Carolina Archivist, were published in this fiscal year. Editor Michelle Belden resigned her position after just one issue due to an out-of-state move, so the second issue of the newsletter, which was published in January 2010 in order to include details and promotion of our March 2010 conference, was produced by the Publications Committee Chair. Both issues of the newsletter were essentially produced exclusively by the editor, so no newsletter committee exists, and The North Carolina Archivist will also need a new editor in the next fiscal year.
