With President Frances Kerr presiding, association members introduced themselves, and the meeting proceeded with agenda items:  

Announcements: Phail Wynn will be the new Vice President of Community Relations at Duke. Several TLNA participants in the Quality of Life Project attended a reception in his honor at the Doris Duke Center tonight. 
On the first Friday of each month a TLNA social will be held at Foster’s on Durham-Chapel Hill Blvd.  This is a casual event where folks can come together and meet other neighbors.  It will start at 6:00 p.m. 
PAC Meeting is this Saturday at Lyon Park Community Family Life Center. 

NPO Update – TLNA second neighborhood-wide meeting will be held on Wednesday, September 12, at 7:00 p.m.  Door to door distribution of flyers has been done; the TLNA newsletter with a reminder of the meeting will be distributed this coming weekend.  Michelle Hughes will serve as the facilitator for this meeting.  Members of the Joint City County Planning Committee have been invited to attend.  We need volunteers to help with the physical arrangement of the meeting space. Myers will help with refreshments. (We also need response and feedback on the NPO.  Completed forms should be dropped off at Frances’ house.)   The purpose of the meeting is not to take a “vote” but to give feedback to the committee so that they can determine how to proceed to the next step. After a discussion of TLNA’s role in relation to the NPO Committee, members present passed the following resolution:

Resolution - TLNA continues to support the NPO Committee in its efforts with the NPO and encourages the committee to move the NPO forward as they best see fit.  

The resolution passed unanimously.

Everyone should plan to arrive at the September 12th NPO meeting no later than 6:45 for set-up and to collect forms.  Frances suggested we purchase a $50 gift card for Michelle Hughes as a way to show our appreciation for her facilitating this event.  Another suggestion was for Myers to purchase a Durham Historical Society book for Michelle. We’ll also present her with a TLNA t-shirt.
Lakewood YMCA – Chuck Clifton of Long Meadow Neighborhood Association is meeting with the Chief Officers of the Triangle YMCA  tonight.  Progress is being made. There will be another community-wide meeting soon, including a survey about what programs people want to see at the Lakewood Y. Myers offered to make a donation to help Chuck and Save the Y members with their expenses. 

TLNA Picnic – October 21 is the annual TLNA picnic.  Susan Sewell and Jonathan Nyberg will organize the event.  Susan reported the budget for this event is $150.00 and $55.00 of the cost goes to renting the park. Andy suggested inviting the new mayoral candidate, Stith, the mayor, city council members and candidates, etc.  Susan Sewell will send invitations to them. TLNA Elections will be held at the picnic, so we need a nominating committee.  Todd Twigg, Kristin Twigg, and David Ross volunteered to serve as the nominating committee.

Community Fest – Christine Hill is the chairperson of this committee and stated the focus of this event is typically the history of community.  This year, the focus will be on the children of our community in efforts to bring families together via children.  Neighborhood children will perform on two stages.  Preparation for the “Shops at Lakewood” Charette will also be a major focus.  Christine is proposing using a large overhead map of the neighborhoods to be at the center of the festival.  Neighbors can locate their homes on the map.  Information about the charrette should be available at the festival. Restaurant owners in Lakewood will be encouraged to bring food to sell .

Motion: David Ross made a motion to authorize TLNA to make a $150 donation of support to this event with the potential of providing an additional $50 to be approved by the board at a later date if the funds are available.  Andy Balber seconded the motion and the group approved the motion unanimously.  

Community Fest is October 27.  Bands will perform and Todd Twigg stated this is most likely the best opportunity we will have to connect with the larger neighborhood(s).
