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Neighborhood Protection Overlay


The Neighborhood Protection Overlay for Tuscaloosa-Lakewood continues to move forward. On March 1, the City-County Planning Department sponsored a neighborhood-wide public forum to discuss the draft for the NPO prepared by TLNA’s NPO Committee and members of the Planning Department. All property owners within the T-L boundaries were mailed a notice of the meeting by the Planning Dept. If you missed the meeting, the draft that was discussed at the meeting is still posted on the Planning Dept’s page of the City’s Web site � HYPERLINK "http://www.durhamnc.gov" ��www.durhamnc.gov�. It’s under “Neighborhood Protection Overlays.” Or contact Frances Kerr to obtain a copy (� HYPERLINK "mailto:frances@duke.edu" ��frances@duke.edu�; 490-6942). That draft is in the process of being revised following neighbors’ comments and suggestions at the March 1 meeting. The revised draft will be posted on the City’s Web site when it is ready, probably in late April or early May. 


The draft is a zoning ordinance aimed primarily at tree protection. If you have questions about how to interpret the language or intent of the ordinance, contact Michael Stock in the Planning Dept (560-4137, ext. 227) or Frances (above). We are still seeking comments and questions from neighbors. Before the NPO is adopted, it must receive approval from three governing bodies. If we keep to the expected schedule (it has not been finalized by the Planning Dept. yet), the NPO will go before the Joint City-County Planning Committee on the first Wednesday in May (10:00 a.m., Committee Room, Second Floor of City Hall); then the Planning Commission on the second Tuesday in June (5:30 p.m., First Floor of City Hall); and finally the City Council in August. Citizens are encouraged to attend all three public meetings. We will confirm the dates and times of these meetings on the TLNA Web site (� HYPERLINK "http://www.rtpnet.org/~tlna/" ��www.rtpnet.org/~tlna/�) and in the June TLNA newsletter. If you are a member of TLNA, you will receive e-mail notification. If you are a member of the TLNA list-serv, the meeting information will be posted there as well.
